SPECIAL CONDITIONS FOR NONPROFESSIONAL SERVICES

A.
INSURANCE:  By signing and submitting a proposal under this solicitation, the Offeror certifies that if awarded the contract, it will have the following insurance coverages at the time the work commences.  Additionally, it will maintain these during the entire term of the contract and that all insurance coverages will be provided by insurance companies authorized to sell insurance in Virginia by the Virginia State Corporation Commission.

During the period of the Contract the Commonwealth reserves the right to require the Contractor to furnish certificates of insurance for the coverage required.

INSURANCE COVERAGES AND LIMITS REQUIRED:

Worker's Compensation - Statutory requirements and benefits.

B.
Employers Liability - $100,000.

C.
General Liability- $1,000,000 combined single limit.  The Commonwealth of Virginia is to be named as an additional insured with respect to the services being procured.  This coverage is to include Premises/Operations Liability, Products and Completed Operations Coverage, Independent Contractor's Liability, Owner's and Contractor's Protective Liability and Personal Injury Liability.

Automobile Liability - $1,000,000.

INSPECTION OF JOB SITE AND PROJECT DOCUMENTS: The Offeror's signature on this solicitation constitutes certification that the Offeror has inspected the job site and the project bid documents and that the Offeror is aware of the conditions under which the work must be accomplished.
